The City of Rainier (the Permittee) and the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) hereby
agree that: |

1 On January 9, 2024, DEQ and the Permittee entered into Mutual Agreement and
Final Order (MAQ) No. WQ/M-NWR-2022-044. On February 11, 2025, DEQ and the Permittee
Amended the MAO to revise the deadlines set forth in the Section II, Paragraph 11.A. of the MAO
and to resolve additional violations that had occurred since the MAO was executed (Amendment
No. 2).

2. Section 11, Paragraph 1 of Amendment No. 2 imposes upon Permittee a total civil
penalty of $53,075 for the additional violations described in Amendment No. 2.

3. Section II, Paragraph 1.a. of Amendment No. 2 states: “The total penalty amount
may be decreased by an amount equal to that spent on one or more Supplemental Environmental
Projects (SEPs) that meet the criteria in DEQ’s Internal Management Directive on Evaluating and
Approving SEPs, [and] are approved by DEQ within 60 days of the effective date of this MAO.
Such decrease is not to exceed $42,460.”

4, Permittee submitted a final SEP application to DEQ on March 20, 2025.

5, DEQ approved Permittee’s SEP application on March 26, 2025.

6. Permittee and DEQ hereby agree to incorporate the approved SEP into the MAO as
Attachment D (Separation of storm sewer and sanitary sewer water).

7. Of the $53,075 civil penalty imposed upon Permittee in Section IT, Paragraph 1 of
Amendment No. 2, $10,615 is due within 14 days of the effective date of this MAO Amendment. -
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The balance of the civil penalty, $42,460, is mitigated to $0 on the condition that Permittee
completes the work described in the SEP by August 31, 2025, and submits a final SEP Report to
DEQ by September 30, 2025. Respondent will be deemed to have completed the SEP when DEQ
receives a report verifying that Permiitee spent the $42,460 in SEP funds in the manner described in
the approved SEP. The report must include a description of the work completed including a map of
the project location, photos of the completed work, an accounting of how the SEP funds were spent,
and copies of relevant receipts or invoices. The report must be submitted by Permittee with a signed
certification that the SEP is complete as described in the report.

8. Permittee agrees to refrain from using the value of the SEP as a tax deduction or as
part of a tax credit application; and, whenever Permittee publicizes the SEP or the results of the
SEP, Permittee will state in a prominent manner that the project was undertaken as settlement of a
DEQ enforcement action.

9. Permittee must submit to DEQ the report described in Paragraph 7, above by
September 30, 2025, otherwise the balance of the civil penalty, $42,460, is due and owing to DEQ
on October 1, 2025.

Who is conducting this project: The City of Rainier will be the project manager and will hire the
design and construction

Location the project will take place:

The project will take place along C street within the City of Rainier, in this general area that could
capture roadway runoff generated along C street and Fern Hill and that would provide significant
water quality treatment prior to discharging into Nice Creek. Currently, no water quality treatment
exists for the roadway drainage. The proposed project location is advantageous inthat it has the
potential to utilize the City’s existing storm water infrastructure, utilize the downslope areas
adjacent to the creek that are within the City’s right-of-way (ROW).

Project Description:

The project proposes installing a green-streets type storm water facility along West C Street within
the City’s ROW. The facility would capture and treat roadway generated runoff from along West C
street that currently flows into the sanitary sewer and the drainage ditch that flows into Nice creek.
Given supportive geotechnical findings, the facility will be a non-lined bioretention planter (green
street planter) which would also provide the benefits of infiltration in addition to water quality
treatment (peak flow attenuation and volume reduction benefits). A non-lined facility would atso
minimize the complexities/costs associated with tie into existing infrastructure. Other similar
design options are available if geotechnical findings do not support infiltration practices.
Optimizing the design of the facility would utilize the knowledge/guidance from similar successful
green-streets projects that have been constructed in the City of Portland.

What environmental benefits are expected: _
The proposal project will provide multipte environmental benefits:
¢ Removal of stormwater from the sanitary sewer system
o Reduction of pollutants inherent to roadway generated stormwater runoff (engine oil,
grease, rubberftire wear, metals, debris/garbage, ect.)
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e Reduction of total suspended solids (TSS) in stormwater discharge to Nice Creek.

e Reduction of runoff temperatures to Nice Creek.

¢ Habitat creation through facility planting and soil strata.

e Reduction of peak discharge flowrates and peak runaff volumes generated from the
drainage area and reduction of erosion forces in Nice Creek during wet weather.

* Potential for groundwater recharge with approved infiltration facility.

Additionally, the project will also include such benefits as:
»  Provide a public facing stormwater management/treatment facility with public engagement
*  Provide the community with a template and exampte for future stormwater retrofit projects
¢ Continue to build upon previous community restoration efforts nearby and along Fox creek.
* Increase roadway aesthetics with stormwater plantings.

How will you measure and access the benefits?

The city will measure/assess the benefits of the project in multipte ways:
¢ Qualify the amount of improvemant surface area that is provided treatment by the new
facility.
+ Provide sstimates of the reduction of peak runoff flows and volumes.
» Document the condition and health of the storm water plantings.

What is the total cost?
The total project cost is $160,000

Project costs Include: Project coordination, Stormwater facility design, construction inspections,
facility as built documentation, permits, potential geological services, potential surveying services,
construction materiats and plantings.

What is the time frame for this project?

RESOLUTION #24-07-01

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN INTERFUND LOAN NOT TO EXCEED $150,000
FROM THE GENERAL TO THE SEWER FUND FOR OPERATIONS

WHEREAS, the City’s 2023-25 biennial budget included a resource line item of $500,000 for
sludge revenue in the Sewer Fund; and

WHEREAS, accepting sludge adversely impacts the City’s wastewater treatment plant and its
systems; and

WHEREAS, the City has decided not to accept sludge until those impacts can be minimized or
mitigated; and

WHEREAS, sludge revenue is consequentially well below the anticipated figures in the 2023-25
biennial budget; and

WHEREAS, ORS 294 .463 allows for loans from one fund to another; and

WHEREAS, there is sufficient capital available in the General Fund to cover the sludge revenue
shortfall for the 2023-24 fiscal year;

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that:

Section 1. The General Fund shall make an operating loan in the amount of $150,000 to
the Sewer Fund.

Section 2. The loan will be repaid over a period of not more than one year at zero percent
interest in the amount of $150,000, with the full repayment being made on July 1, 2025.
